Our tradition tells us: “Like other pastoral activities, catechetical ministry must be understood in relation to
Jesus’ threefold mission. It is a form of the ministry of the word, which proclaims and teaches. It leads to and
flows from the ministry of the worship, which sanctifies through prayer and sacrament. It supports the ministry
of service, which is linked to efforts to achieve social justice and has traditionally been expressed in spiritual
and corporal works of mercy. Catechesis is an esteemed tradition in Christian tradition. Its purpose is to make
a person’s ‘faith become living, conscious, and active, through the light of instruction.’”
